1. You can always add extra, but this is the minimum that must be met

2. Time limits should be met, you can be off by a few seconds here and there

3. Must use primary documents, or primary photos, or primary videos, typed statements, quotes and voice over

4. You can use any online video or presentation maker you want as long as your parents are aware of your progress, it just has to allow you to do voice over (hint:  if you are having trouble use Imovie maker, windows movie maker, EdPuzzle, or even the video recording on your cell phone with a PowerPoint as a back drop

5. All of your information should be from the research you have already done (yellow and blue sheets)

6. Must have a slide at the end that lists all resources (if you did your work you already have this)

7. Upload the final draft to YouTube and send me the link (please DO NOT use Google Docs)

8. You have total control of the creativity of the presentation but it must be factual and based on your research

9. I do not have to agree with your final conclusion as long as you have research to back up your personal opinions

10. The examples I have seen in the past where students said they enjoyed the process the most are ones where the students are actively involved and do not wait until the end.  Your final product may look very different than what you are expecting right now and you may need to edit or re-record many times, do not wait until the very end to do all the work

11. If you have other suggestions about how to present the material, please see me and we can talk about it (it will require your parents to be aware of the change), remember that this is a research based presentation and not a funny how many jokes about history can I tell type skit.

12. Due:  April 15th at the latest, 5 points extra credit will be added for all projects turned in on YouTube before that date

13. Remember that your project will only receive a 100% or a 0%.  I am only accepting projects that are 100% complete not just done to turn something in.  If you do not have it done 100% by the deadline (for any reason, no extensions are given due to how long you have to prepare that includes internet or google docs issues) you can turn it in later for 80% once it is 100% complete. Again partially completed projects will not be accepted due to how long you have to complete this.
