Geography Vocabulary:
1. Region – an area or division, especially part of a country or the world having definable characteristics but not always fixed boundaries.
2. Climate – the weather conditions prevailing in an area in general or over a long period.
3. Gulf Stream – A warm ocean current of the northern Atlantic Ocean off eastern North America. It originates in the Gulf of Mexico and, as the Florida Current, passes through the Straits of Florida and then flows northward along the southeast coast of the United States.
4. Mountain Region – a large natural elevation of the earth's surface rising abruptly from the surrounding level; a large steep hill over 2,000 feet

5. Piedmont Region – a gentle slope leading from the base of mountains to a region of flat land. In NC it runs from the Mountains to Raleigh.

6. Coastal Plain Region – an area of flat, low-lying land adjacent to a seacoast. In NC it runs between Raleigh (the Fall Line) and the beach.

7. Tidewater Region – an area of land from the ocean inland by about 20-30 miles. Most people think of this as the pre-beach swampy area.

8. Sandhills – A line of low, sandy hills that lies across North and South Carolina and Georgia, at the boundary of the coastal plain and the Piedmont.  In NC it is located between Fayetteville, Sanford and Pinehurst.

9. Sound – a large sea or ocean inlet larger than a bay, deeper than a bight, and wider than a fjord; or a narrow sea or ocean channel between two bodies of land
