Trouble in the Albemarle Sound Region
1672 – The religious “Society of Friends” or Quakers move into the region and begin to clash with Anglicans (Church of England).  Quakers are peaceful and do not believe in fighting, organizing religion/government or paying taxes.  This upsets the king forcing him to create the Navigation Act.  The Quakers get upset and move into the piedmont region looking for land and freedom.

1673 – The Navigation Acts require all colonist to pay a tax on all goods shipped across the ocean.  Taxes must be paid when receiving and sending.  King is making twice as much money on the colonists.  Quakers and most Carolinians refuse to pay the tax or lie about how much they should be paying.

Culpeper’s Rebellion

1. Thomas Miller & Thomas Eastchurch support the Quit-rents and Navigation Act taxes.  They also begin traveling to England to inform the Lord Proprietors of all miss conduct in the Carolina Colony.  As a reward, Eastchurch is named governor and Miller is named tax collector.

2.  Miller and Eastchurch both have cruel intentions for the colony and send warning to the Albemarle of their new positions and demands.  Both are also jealous and angry with each other.  Tensions are growing.

3. George Durant goes to En gland to plead with the Proprietors as well as buy weapons to arm the Albemarle region.  When he speaks with the Proprietors they do not believe his accusation against Miller/Eastchurch and support their decisions.  Rather than be imprisoned, Durant flees home and threatens to start a rebellion.
4. On the way home Eastchurch stops in Cuba to get married and gets very sick.  While on honeymoon he hears that Miller has arrived in NC and is acting like a dictator.  Eastchurch rushes back to become the governor and put Durant/Miller in their places.  When he arrives back, his illness has gotten worse and he dies.

5. Hearing the news back in England, the Lord Proprietors send Governor Sothel to the Carolina Colony to establish order, but he is captured by pirates and kept prisoner for years.  When he does get released he returns bitter and scorned, rules with an iron fist.

6. Durant and his followers finally capture Miller and his crew and imprison them for trial.  At first Durant is believed to be the bad guy, but secret letters by Eastchurch prior to his death appear and name Miller as the main cause of trouble in the new colony.  Durant is cleared of charges.

7. With their governor dead, their tax collector on trial, their new governor captured by pirates, the colony starts to split on viewpoints (sectionalism) and the Carolina Colony splits into two regions:  north and south.
Cary’s Rebellion

1701 – The Lord Proprietors try again to establish control over Carolina.  The divide the region up into small sections called “parishes”. 
1703 – Each parish is zoned and given one official church, an Anglican Church that followed The Church Of England.  Everyone in the parish had to be baptized, married, worship and buried at that local church.  All citizens were now considered property of the parish Anglican Church, including Quakers.

1704 – The Test Act mandates that all parish citizens must swear an oath to uphold the Anglican Church.  Governor Cary used this act to keep Quakers from holding any office knowing they would not swear allegiance to the Anglicans.  Most Quakers were honest and paid their taxes while they protested in England to the Proprietors.  Eventually a word arrives that a new governor will be sent and Carolina prepares for war .

1705 – The new governor arrives and is very mean and cruel.

1708 – Cary joins the Quakers and promises if they help him win back the office of governor he will let them hold office and not swear allegiance to the church.  Cary and the Quakers fight the new governor and win.

1711 – Edward Hyde is sent as the new governor and to establish order.  With the help of English soldiers, he overthrows Cary and reestablishes the Test Act forcing all Quakers to either follow the Anglican Church or move out of region.  This will start the mass migration of non-Anglicans moving into the piedmont and mountain regions of NC.
The Tuscarora War

1711 – Tuscarora natives tired of English encroachment on their land, attempt to destroy all the settlements on the Pamlico Sound.  Hundreds of people are killed.  The Tuscarora claim the attacks are payback for years of losing land, being cheated by white traders and being sold into slavery.
· North Carolina Governor Hyde asks Virginia to send an army to help fight back, VA will not help unless Hyde gives Va all lands north of the Albemarle Sound.  

· South Carolina does promise to send troops but when they show up it’s mostly native American fighters from SC that hated the Tuscarora.

1712 – A peace treaty is thought to be struck at the same time as an outbreak of Yellow Fever hits the Carolina Colonies.  This treaty is not supported and fighting breaks out again.  The Lord Proprietors are now completely fed up with Carolinians and officially split the colony into two separate places.

1713 – James Moore of SC finally defeats the Tuscarora and forces all remaining captured Tuscarora sold into slavery.  The two new colonies free from native attacks begin to examine their situation and laws, questioning many of them.

1715 – NC begins to officially look at it’s legal system and in an attempt to better its self, removes the old Test Act Laws – now allowing for citizens to avoid swearing allegiance to the Anglican Church, but in trade raise the Quit-rents.
