What basically happened: Citizens of Boston got angry at another tax and protested in streets of Boston, Redcoats were called to end the protest, someone threw a snowball and guns went off killing American Colonists

What happened to the soldiers: They were arrested, put on trial and found innocent.  John Adams proved that they were attacked first by colonists and only defending themselves
