· How can leaders and citizens influence the outcome of conflicts?
· How did the degree of democratic ideas in government documents affect future decisions?

· Can a historical document be interpreted without understanding the context of the culture in which it was written?
Language and Clarifying Objectives:

Students will research major events leading to the end of the American Revolution and describe the impact that they had on the end of the war and development of the new nation.
