The Carolina Colony During the 1700’s
· The colony continued to struggle in part because of its geography and failure to deal with sectionalism issues between the Cape Fear and Albemarle regions

· The King took back all rights to Carolina except land from Lord Granville (who would eventually give it back) making us a royal colony

· During the French and Indian War, North Carolinians overwhelmingly stayed out of the conflict over fear of Cherokee attacks and not having enough money to help

· The backcountry was settled by immigrants from Pennsylvania, including:  Scots-Irish, Germans, Quakers, Moravians and Highland Scots, almost all made a living by grazing cattle and growing grains

· Moravians started the cities of Winston, Salem, and Wachovia (Charlotte).  Their cities thrived due to strict laws, strong moral views and a hard work ethic

· Royal Governor William Tryon did more for the state than any other governor ever, but towards the end of his time in office he began to steal, play favorites with the Albemarle and ignore the needs of the people for favor of the king

· The people of the backcountry formed a group of citizens who would police the region since Gov. Tryon wouldn’t and then find evidence against Governor Tryon illegal deals – this group called “The Regulators” was the start of the North Carolina State Police

British Society in America
· The Magna Carta (1215) limited the power of the king, allowed for private property, gave the right to a jury trial, created a ruling body called Parliament to make laws fairly

· The House of Burgesses (1619) in Virginia becomes the first legislative body in British North America

· The English Bill of Rights (1688) created “Habeas Corpus” – a Latin term that means before you can be accused of a crime, the police must produce evidence against you, it also forbid the king from raising of taxes without Parliament’s permission, and required that Parliament meet on a regular basis to address government needs

· The Enlightenment influenced ideas about government and natural rights and challenged the notion that a king/queen should rule

· John Locke published “Two Treatises on Government” in 1690 which argued that people have natural rights, are born allowed to have life, liberty and property, and that kings/queens were not sent from God to rule the people

· Lord Baron de Montesquieu published “The Spirit of Laws” in 1748 claiming that government should have a separation of power into 3 branches to protect the people from government gaining too much power over them

· By 1760, all 13 colonies had their own legislative body to make laws

· England passes the Navigation Acts to regulate trade in America

· Colonial America allowed poor and middle class the opportunity to own land, education was still based on religious doctrine, the arts were encouraged for women to participate in

· More than 10,000,000 African slaves were brought to the Americas via the Transatlantic Slave Trade, the plantation economy of the south became 100% dependant on the use of slaves

· The Great Awakening of the 1730’s and 1740’s led to the creation of new churches in America that did not have ties to the Church of England
