Background Information

· Age of Exploration

Instructional Sequence (before, during, and after instruction)

Step 1: Write the following question on the board:
· How does Thomas Hariot’s description of the Native Americans explain his perspective of this group of people?

Step 2: Put students into groups
Step 3: Give each group:
· 1 Reading Selection

· 4 Reading Outline Sheets

· 1 Guided Reactions Sheet
Step 4: Each group is to read their specific reading selection.  Then answer the guided questions for that reading selection.
Step 5: Then the group is to fill out 1 Reading Outline Sheet based on their specific reading selection
Step 6:  Jig Saw Activity:
· 1 student is to stay at their group with the groups reading selection and Reading Outline Sheet.  This student is responsible for teaching the material to other class members

· Remaining group members take 1 Reading Outline Sheet and divide themselves among other groups in the classroom.  They are to fill out the Reading Outline Sheet for the reading selection they are being taught

· After all reading selections have been taught, students go back to their original group members

· Each student is given 5 minutes to teach their group members about the other 3 reading selections

· After all reading selections have been discussed, the group is to fill out 1 Guided Reactions Sheet
Step 7: Teacher discusses answers from Guided Reactions Sheet, to answer any further questions the students may have about the reading selections
Step 8: Classroom Discussion

· Teacher is to read the Essential Question that is written on the board: How does Thomas Hariot’s description of the Native Americans explain his perspective of this group of people?
· Class is to discuss their answers to the Essential Question

· Teacher is looking for the students to be able to justify their answers with information from the reading selections

Step 9: Writing Extension Activity

· Can be given for homework or as a Warm-Up on the following class period

· Teacher poses the question: What do you think would have been the Native Americans perspective of Thomas Hariot and the Colonists?

· Students are to write a 2 paragraph extension from the perspective of the Native Americans

· Students are to describe the Native Americans perspective of the colonists by describing:

1. Physical Appearance of the Colonists

2. Resources the Colonists might have brought with them

3. Language/ Religion of the Colonists

4. Weapons the Colonists have

· Students share their writing extensions activity with the class
