Tidewater Region:


· Stretches from the NC Atlantic Coast to about 30-40 miles inland

· Includes the major islands of:  Roanoke Island and The Barrier Islands a.k.a The Outer Banks

· Includes the major sounds of:  the Albemarle and the Pamlico

· Includes the major capes of:  Cape Fear and Cape Hatteras 

· The climate and weather are normally very mild, experiences moderate temperatures due to it’s location off the ocean, can be very violent when hurricanes hit

· Cape Hatteras is also known as the “Graveyard of the Atlantic” because of all the ships that have crashed off it’s coast

Coastal Plain Region:

· Stretches from the Tidewater Region to the “Fall Line” outside of Raleigh

· Primarily an agrarian region, the soil quality and flatness of the land make this a perfect region for farming
· Contains the Sandhills, a region near Fayetteville where the soil is made up of sand vs. dirt, believed created millions of years ago when the old coast of NC was in this region
· Crossroad Hamlet communities are extremely common in this region

· Also contains The Great Dismal Swamp and Lake Mattamuskett 

Piedmont Region:

· Stretches from the “Fall Line” to foothills of the Appalachian Mountains
· Can be identified as having rolling hills and small peaks below 1500 feet
· Center for population, manufacturing, furniture and education
· Filled with a rich clay soil that is rich in iron 
Mountain Region:

· Located from the Piedmont Region to the bordering western states
· Mount Mitchell is the highest point east of the Mississippi River at 6,684 feet
· Contains the major mountain ranges of:  the Blueridge Mts, the Great Smokey Mts, the Black Mts.
· Contains the major state forests of:  the Nantahala and the Pisgah
· Contains the Qualla Boundary a.k.a The Cherokee Reservation

Miscellaneous Information:

· Bodies of Water:  Cape Fear River, Neuse River, Roanoke River, Atlantic Ocean

· Cities:  Wilmington, Fayetteville, Raleigh, Charlotte, Greensboro, Winston-Salem, Durham, Asheville

· Bordering States:  South Carolina, Virginia, Georgia, Tennessee

· Central Counties:  Franklin, Johnston, Harnett, Lee, Chatham, Durham, Granville, Orange, Nash, Wake

Major Tribes of NC:

· Croatoan:  now known as the Lumbee tribe located below Fayetteville, most likely the protectors or adopted parents of the Lost Colony survivors.  Many have European names and blue eyes indicating European bloodlines.
· Tuscarora: Iroquois, lived in the coastal plain, lived in large villages, long tall flat bodies due to the way they tie their babies to their body, name means “hemp gatherers” because of their use of hemp for all materials
· Catawba: Sioux, lived in the piedmont, called themselves the Wa “people of the river”
· Cherokee: Iroquois, largest and most famous tribe in NC, live in the mountain region, call themselves Yun Wi Ya “the principal people”
Major Era’s of Native American History:

· Paleolithic:  10,000-7000B.C.E., primitive man, think Fred Flintstone and Barney Rubble
· Archaic:  7000-500B.C.E., warmer weather led to hunting and healthier people, tools became sharper flint and the Atlatl used to kill large game, pemmican (ground meat, nuts, fat) was large part of diet

· Woodland:  1000B.C.E.-1000A.D., corn and beans are discovered, farming takes off, pottery begins to be used, town/city life begins to replace nomadic lifestyle

· Mississippian:  800-1500A.D., religion and ceremonial burials begin, modern lifestyles, priests ruled village life instead of a chief, had contact with Europeans, sports like lacrosse 
The Columbian Exchange:

· The Trade of numerous animals, foods, idea, people (including slaves), plants and diseases between Europeans and Native Americans

European Exploration of the New World:
· Came to the New World in search of a cheaper and faster route to the Far East (The Northwest Passage) .  Many believed that financial giant China could be reached very fast if you were able to sail westward avoiding the dangers of Central Asia, India and Africa.

· The use of “God, Gold, Glory” could be used to defend all atrocities carried out in the New World as protection from their King/Queen/Church upon returning to Europe
· France:  
· Giovanni De Verrazano, Italian but sailed for France, very well educated, explored NC coast to Maine (especially the Cape Fear region), returned home after finding the Albemarle Sound, telling the French Royal Family he had found the Pacific Ocean
· Spain:  
· Hernando De Soto, military leader, explored the southeastern USA, including the Carolinas, known for his horrible mistreating of the native people.
· Juan Pardo, Catholic Priest, sailed up the Cape Fear, constructed a fort near present day Marion to convert the Catawba and Cherokee to Christianity.  Followed many of De Soto’s trails, encountered extreme hostility from natives thinking he was one of De Soto’s men forcing him to leave his men and return to Spain.
· England: 
· Philip Amadas & Arthur Barlowe, military captains, sent on behalf of Raleigh who wished to remain in England, explored the Outer Banks, took first natives back to Europe (Wanchese & Manteo)
· Ralph Lane, administrator, sailed on Raleigh’s 2nd voyage and helped to create the Roanoke Island Colony (aka the lost colony), explored the middle Outer Banks, later became governor of Virginia

· John White, Governor of Roanoke Island returned to England to get supplies and medicine, upon return the Lost Colony was gone, White attempted to explore the tidewater region with no luck
· Sir Richard Grenville, Sea Dog/privateer, cousin of Francis Drake and Walter Raleigh, captain of the 3rd Raleigh expedition to NC, explored northern Outer Banks and Virginia
· Sir Walter Raleigh, rich socialite and military leader, helped finance and establish English colonies in North and South Carolina (even though he never set foot here)
The Lost Colony:
· Sir Walter Raleigh’s 2nd financed expedition to the New World landed on present day Roanoke Island. This time a permanent settlement was built and left behind while Ralph Lane and others continued to press inland and explore the region. 

· Food runs short, disease sets in without medicine, tensions between the Lane Colony and the natives become very tense.  The townspeople want to leave the New World and return to England.  This is not possible due to the number of people vs. ships, so their governor John White returns to England to beg the queen for help.

· He promises to return in several months, however the Queen is not pleased with him and Raleigh and a new war with Spain prevents his return for an extended amount of time.  Upon returning to Roanoke Island, the entire colony is gone.  People, possessions, houses, everything is gone.  The only clue found is a sign/carving on a tree that said “croa”.

· Sir Richard Grenville debates calling off the search for the survivors and wants to head toward present day Virginia, claiming that if there had of been trouble (hurricane, attack, disaster) the townspeople where to carve secret symbols into the tree.  At the same time a tropical storm hits and Grenville officially calls off all searching for English settlers including Virginia Dare (the first known European baby born in America and grand-daughter of John White).
· To this day, no knows for sure what happened to the colonists.  Theories include:  disease, hurricane, attacks by other tribes, settlers moved inland and got lost.  The most commonly supported theory is that facing disease, starvation and death from the elements, the Croatoan Tribe took them inland to live in their villages.
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
